3. The qualifications prescribed in the advertisement are as per the notified recruitment rules issued by
Government.
4. All the degrees/ diplomas/ certificates mentioned in the advertisement must have been obtained only

from Universities/ Institutions duly recognized by the competent authorities.

5. The prescribed ‘essential qualifications” are the bare minimum and mere possession of the same does
not entitle applicants to be called for the interview. Where the number of applications received in
response to an advertisement is large and it is not conveniently possible for the Commission to
interview all the applicants the Commission may restrict the number of candidates to be called for
interview to a reasonable limit on the basis of either higher qualification /higher marks/ grade
obtained or on the basis of a Preliminary Screening Test (PST).

The Commission may fix qualifying cut-off marks for all the categories of the vacancies in each level of
examination, i.e. screening, interview.

The qualifying marks in the Personality Test for S.C. category is meant for those vacancies which
are reserved for S.C. category.
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CANDIDATES SUFFERING FROM BLINDNESS OR LOW VISION AND LOCO-MOTOR

If sufficient number of candidates within the prescribed age limit is available for selection against a
particular post, the commission may exercise its discretion not to relax the upper age limit of the well
qualified and otherwise experienced candidate(s) even if the provision for such relaxation is laid
down in the advertised criteria.
